1.   Neighbourhood Manager’s Report
      Debbie John-Lewis reported on the following:

      Proposed Play Equipment – Results of the consultation will be sent shortly.  The Design Team has been

      asked to prepare a plan, following which a meeting will be arranged with Debbie and the Parish Council.

      Flexible Budget – The sum of £20,000 has been awarded to the Ward and from this it has been agreed to 

      fund the gating at Common Lane, refurbish some street benches and, in view of the rise in burglaries,

      possibly purchase more ‘Smartwater’ plus additional stickers.   Council Members were asked if they had 

      any suggestions to provide items/services  for Auckley, and Mr. Payne mentioned Christmas lights/ 

      decorations for the Hayfield Estate.  Members to consider and make suggestions at the July meeting.
      Youth Worker – Julie Cook has been authorised to recruit another Youth Worker.
      Hurst Lane Verges – The verges are covered with weeds instead of grass, and will therefore be re-seeded.

      Members of Council Reported the Following Issues to Neighbourhood Manager:
      a)  Overgrown Hedges – One hedge runs alongside the recreation field at Hayfield Lane and the other 

           from the airport entrance to the roundabout. 

      b)  Untidy Roundabout – Is overgrown with vegetation.  Members of Airport Consultative Meeting to

           raise this matter at the next Consultative Meeting because Peel owns the roundabout.

      c)  Ponding of Water – Water is ponding at the junction of Hurst Lane and Larch Avenue. 
      d)  Request for Dog Waste Bins -  Council wondered whether a bin could be provided alongside the
           Hayfield Lane recreation ground or possibly near Lancaster Court. 
      e)  Sand in Gullies, Hurst Lane – A request for gullies to be jetted. 

2.   Public Participation – None.    

3.   To Co-Opt a New Member of the Parish Council
      Two eligible members of the public had applied to be considered.  A secret ballot was undertaken, under 

      the supervision of the Neighbourhood Manager.  Mr. Jason Fletcher was elected and signed a Declaration
      of Acceptance of Office.
4.   To Receive Apologies – None received.

5.   Declarations of Personal and Prejudicial Interests
      Mrs. Staniforth declared a personal interest in Item No. 18 b)  (Planning application to erect extension

      at 7 Eastfield Lane)

6.   To Approve Minutes of the Annual Meeting Held on 12th May 2010
      The minutes were approved and signed as a true record.

7.   Matters Arising From the Above Minutes
      a)   Provision of New Chamber for Christmas Tree – DMBC’s Street Lighting Officer has advised the 

            Clerk there are 2 options – either install a large manhole cover across the hole and concrete round, or 
            bank up soil around existing slabs.   This matter to be discussed at the July meeting.

b) 20 mph Speed Limit – Mayor Davies replies that 20 mph schemes have been implemented in all of the ‘Top’ priority zones and many of the ‘High’ priority zones.  The original programme has now been reviewed and in the light of the fact that no significant casualty problems exist in the remaining untreated residential areas, no further area wide 20 mph zone schemes are planned as part of the original programme, following completion of a planned project in Armthorpe. 
RESOLVED – Agreed to write to Caroline Flint and enquire whether there are any plans to extend 

20 mph speed limits outside schools and also mention a variable speed limit, i.e. to operate 20 mph limits only at times of school opening and closing.
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7.   Matters Arising (continued)
      c)   Derelict Building – Enforcement Officer reports that he has allowed some time following the expiry 

            date for plans to be submitted, however on checking the system he sees the application has yet to be 

            made valid.  He has been instructed that before organising a Direct Action he should refer the case to 

            the Authority’s Legal Section to instigate a prosecution in the Magistrates’ Court.  He will contact the

            owner and agent to request a date for works to be undertaken or be prosecuted for non-compliance 

            with the Section 215 Notice.
      d)  Ponding, First Avenue  -  DMBC’s Drainage Officer confirms that First Avenue is not adopted and 

      therefore is the responsibility of the airport.  Photos of blocked gullies have been sent to Clare Wilson 
e) Advertisement for ‘Kitchens’, Mosham Quarry – Highways Officer has been contacted again.
f) Damaged Verge, Hayfield Lane – Community First Officer has seeded the damaged area.

g) Public Footpath No. 3 – Council was informed that the hole on the bridge has been repaired.

h) Sand on Hurst Lane Highway – C.F. Officer has spoken with the quarry and been advised they do not have a wheel wash but use a sprinkler system installed 6 months ago.  They hire out a mechanical sweeper 2 days a week.  C.F. Officer is to monitor the situation.

i) Dog Fouling – C.F. Officer reports that new ‘Clean It Up’ stencils have now been painted on footways.  He will monitor the litter bin on Ellers Lane to see if it warrants being moved.
j) Emptying Recycling Boxes – C.F. Officer reports that SITA will liaise with crew concerned and ensure that they empty boxes correctly, paying particular attention to how they handle glass.

k) Public Footpath No. 7 – Pending.
8..  Community Police Report 
      P.C. Dewsnap gave an update on the re-structuring of the Police from 1st June.  

      Crime Figures – There has been an unprecedented number of burglaries in the south area in recent weeks. Expensive cars were the first target, later any type of car and other items such as computers were stolen.  Some burglars have been working in teams and 6 youths were recently arrested carrying out a burglary in Auckley.  In total 30 arrests have been made in relation to these incidents             .
      There has since been a noticeable decline in crimes, and statistics for June are one burglary other, one damage to cars, plus recordable non-criminal incidents, (e.g. family or neighbour disputes).

      Speed Camera – Hopefully the camera will be operated in Auckley during the forthcoming week.

      PACT Meetings – The next PACT meeting will be at Tickhill on 1st July 2010.ayfield Lane
Members of Council reported that under-age drinking has been observed at the Hayfield Lakes, and
incidents of youth nuisance have occurred at the Spey Drive play area during several evenings.

9.  District Councillor’s Report 
      Mrs. Y. Woodcock reported on the following:

      Riverside Park -  A resident has mentioned that some vegetation has been dumped on the triangular piece 
      of land near Sandhill Rise. 
      Mosham Road Footway – DMBC has grubbed back vegetation encroaching onto the pathway leading
      from Lidgett Gardens to Gatehouse Lane.

      Poplar Trees, Hayfield Lane – Residents have made complaints regarding leaves, etc. falling into their 
      gardens.  An tree inspection will be carried out and a bat survey undertaken.
10. To Receive Internal Auditor’s Report
      The Internal Auditor reports there are no matters he has to bring to the Council’s attention, and he is 

      therefore happy to complete and sign Section 4 of the Annual Return.  The accounts have been kept to an 

      overall high standard, and he thanks the Clerk for presenting the accounts in an orderly manner.
      RESOLVED – Council accepted the Internal Auditor’s Report.
11. To Discuss Current Situation Regarding Encroachment of Recreation Ground
      In reply to Council’s recent letter listing a number of outstanding issues, the resident totally refutes that any further action is required.  As far as he is concerned he has done everything he was asked to do.

      RESOLVED – Council is to advise its solicitor that it intends to provide more detailed photographs and 

      measurements to support its case that the resident has not complied with the Court Order.
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12. To Consider Quotations to Improve Access From River Way to Recreation Ground
      DMBC Grounds Staff have inspected the sloping ground at the entrance to Riverside Park via River 

      Way and have suggested the following two options: 

a) Create a staggered pathway using shoring and road planings.   Although this would not be ideal for disabled or push chairs the fact that the access is limited anyway should not discount this option but would be more user friendly for people with walking difficulties.

The cost of excavation, labour and materials would be 
£2,845.00

b) Create steps using cut sleepers and backfilling keeping a zero maintenance natural look

The cost of excavation, labour and materials would be 
£1,662.00  

      RESOLVED – Following discussion, Mr. Featherstone proposed that Option 2 be accepted, i.e. to

      create steps which would hopefully be relatively maintenance-free.  Mrs. Platts seconded the proposal, and the motion was carried.
13. To Discuss Provision of New Play Equipment
      The Clerk has written to advise Ann Sims that Council has agreed to use its contribution, plus Section 106 funds towards play equipment for toddlers.  Council will make provision for an annual sum for   maintenance, but would prefer to keep the money rather than reserve it in a central pot.
14.  To Review Council Standing Orders
       Council reviewed the new model ‘Standing Orders’, printed in by NALC in 2002, and adapted the 
       wording to suit Council’s particular needs. 
15.  To Discuss Horses Grazing on Charity Land 
       DMBC’s Liaison Team informs Council that an attempt will be made to find out who owns the horses.

       YLCA gives detailed legal advice on the steps to take in order to have the horses removed.  
       Council was informed there is currently one horse left on the land.

        RESOLVED  - Members of Council were agreed that once the Gating Order is in place on Common 

        Lane this will probably resolve the problem.   It was suggested that a notice be placed on or near the 
        land warning the owner to remove the horses just before the gates are erected.  

16.  To Discuss  Highway Matters
       The following issues to be brought to the attention of Community First:

a) Trees on The Green – Some trees have branches growing low on the trunk which need trimming.
b) Drainage Gulley – The metal grille is loose on the drainage gulley in front of the Ellers Lane shops.

c) Wheelie Bin Cleaner – Council has been informed that a private individual is following the dustbin

lorry round and pressure washing some residents’ bins over the surface water gullies.  There is concern that small items of debris could be washed down the gullies and create a blockage.

d) Bus Shelter Litter Bin – The litter bin has been removed from the bus shelter near the Eagle and 

Child, and litter is accumulating.  Council to request a replacement bin.
e) Overgrown Hedges – The hedge along Mosham Road running from Lidgett Gardens to Gatehouse Lane is overgrown and requires trimming.  There is also an overgrown boundary hedge in the garden of No. 11 Ellers Lane.

f) Bent Electricity Poles – The poles carrying electricity lines across the River Torne appear to be bent, and Council seeks reassurance that the poles are safe.

g) Untidy Hedge, Ellers Lane Car Park – The Chairman to make enquiries as to whether the Reparation Team might be able to tidy the hedge.

17.  To Discuss Recreation Matters
       a)   Hayfield Recreation Centre – Council was informed that a large hole has been dug at the rear of the
             Amenity Centre which is filled with rubbish.  In addition a flyer is being circulated advertising that

             opening hours are from 7.00 a.m. to 11.00 p.m. when in fact the planning permission stipulates the

             hours of opening are from dawn to dusk.    The Clerk to write to the Planning Enforcement Dept.
b) Eagle & Child Raffle  - Council was informed that the proceeds of a recent raffle is to be spent possibly on either a small goal post for children to use at Riverside Park, or a planter for the Memorial Garden.
